 CODE OF CONDUCT
As a Parent(s) and as a Competitor:
· Will remain in the spectator areas during all events. I understand that per USASA rules and regulations, only CERTIFIED and Registered Coaches, as well as designated event personnel are allowed in the starting and finishing areas.
· Will respect the integrity of the officials.
· Will model sportsmanship for my child by treating all coaches, officials, event directors with courtesy and respect.
· Will encourage hard work and honest effort that will lead to improved performance and participation.
· Will emphasize the cooperative nature of the sport.
· Will require athletes to participate in snowboarding; drug and alcohol free. 
· Will encourage my child to participate for enjoyment as well as competition.  
· Will be in control of my/our emotions.
· Will learn the rules of the USASA or other sanctioning body to help me/us better understand what is happening on the hill.
· Understand that physical or verbal intimidation of any individual is unacceptable behavior and will subject to verbal warnings, event sanctions, and or event suspensions. 
· Will be supportive of all attempts to remove verbal or physical abuse from organized snowboarding activities.
· Understand that conduct that is inappropriate as determined by comparison to normally accepted behavior is unacceptable.
· Will protect the ability to continue using the hill facility by following all the rules of the facility, such as making sure our child/athlete has a visible lift ticket or pass at all venues (including practices),  throwing all trash in an appropriate receptacle, etc.  
· I/ We understand we need to bring all questions, concerns, grievances, or suggestions directly to the direct source of information, the Director or Technical Supervisor.
· Understand that at each event (and practice runs) I must have a visible lift ticket and a helmet. 
I have read and agree to all of the Midwest Best Code of Conduct points.  I understand that if I break any of the codes of conduct above, consequences may result in verbal/written warnings, suspension, or dismissal from the USASA Midwest Best Snowboard Series. – 3 written warnings will result in a season suspension without refunds.
